1) Name: Liliana 

English Learner: Likes to go by her nickname Lila. Lila is timid and does not participate as avidly as she could. She doesn’t really socialize with her peers, participates when called upon, but tends to keep to herself. She comes from a family that speaks Spanish at home and English is very limited. She is retaking Algebra because she didn’t pass her first semester. This change resulted in changing her Spanish and Algebra periods this semester. She is withdrawn from her peers in Spanish because she doesn’t know anyone. She is more active and participates more in her English class. Her ELD 1 teacher recently moved Lila up a group where students are beginning to work more independently and her quiz scored dropped.

Lila scored at the beginning level of the California English Language Development Test (CELDT).  This was the first time she had taken the test. She is currently enrolled in English Language Development Level 1. She scored an overall of 340-350 on the CELDT.

	3B. STUDENTS W/ SPECIAL NEEDS INFO

1) Name: Sam (504 Special Needs)
504: After, being in a car accident a few years ago Sam suffered a  motor impairment which make it hard for him to write or hold a pencil in his hand for fine control which is required for writing.  Sam can paint or use pencils with a thicker base. Sam consequently requires an iPad or a computer and is allowed to use them for written essays. Sam is able to independently read text at grade level and is an avid reader. He however struggles to write and find his physical limitation frustrating.  Sam does not have very many friends even though he does participate in class and when he does is insightful and bright.  He has a passion for role playing video games and reading. There is no in-class support for this student.

Readiness: 
Sam needs help developing writing skills. Also, Sam needs development in his social skills because he is a self-isolating individual who sees his disability as shameful. Previous teachers have described Sam as a group leader and very outgoing individual. 


Learning Profile: 
Sam is self-isolating in class and often uses his iPad to play games instead of taking notes. While he does participate in class his disability is something he is embarrassed about. 


Interest: 
Likes role playing games that have a story and that he can play on his computer keyboard or iPad. He loves to read fantasy books and comics.

	10. INSTRUCTIONAL STRATEGIES 

       A. Anticipatory Set/Into (8 minutes)
Students will work on warm-up which will be a video of the Zoot Suit play Luis Valdez. The students will write 8 complete sentences of 

What the people are wearing? How they are talking? Who does this person represents? What are some words you don’t understand?

What two kinds of groups are represented when they are dancing? What dance style is this? What do most of the girls and guy wear?
 Teacher will review questions by pulling name cards randomly.

       B. Instruction/Through (2 mintues)
Teacher will begin by giving students a brief explanation that they will be studying about the Zoot Suit Riots. Teacher will explain that they will be asked to turn to their groups of four to read certain passages and discuss with classmates. Teacher will explain Jigsaw and how it works. 
       C. Guided Practice/Through (8 minutes)
Teacher will walk around and make sure that each student is reading their passage and underlining or highlighting areas they want to share with their group. Teacher will let students know when time for reading is up and students will share. 
       D. Independent Practice/Through (20 minutes)
Teacher will  explain that the first person will share to is: Los Disturbios -Fuentes de Conflicto then, Disturbios de 1943: La Secuencia de Eventos then, Poder de la Prensa lastly, Declarando Un Fin a los Disturbios del Zoot Suit. Students will be taking notes on what each peron has to say about their passage on the back of their article or another sheet of paper.
       E. Closure (5 minutes)
Teacher will bring back students and ask students to share what they learned about in their groups. Teacher will remind students to use the passages as a reference. 
       F. Beyond

Teacher will assigned students two readings (partner A will read biography of Don Tosti and partner B on Pachuco Boogie) for homework and the students should write a short summary of what they read on separate piece of paper in Spanish to hand in. 
	11. STUDENT ACTIVITIES 

       A. Anticipatory Set/Into (8 minutes)
Students will answer the following questions during and after watching the clip of the play. What the people are wearing? How they are talking? Who does this person represents? What are some words you don’t understand?

What two kinds of groups are represented when they are dancing? What dance style is this? What do most of the girls and guy wear?
Students will be prepared to answer questions because the teacher will call on students randomly.
       B. Instruction/Through

Students will listen to instruction of how a Jigsaw works.
       C. Guided Practice/Through

Students will read and take notes or highlight information from readings to discuss with their groups later on.
       D. Independent Practice/Through

Students will begin to discuss their passages and they felt was important. Students will have a limited amount of time to share their passage. 
       E. Closure

Students will participate in whole classroom discussion about the passages they read. Students will need to use the passages as a reference.
       F. Beyond
Students will listen to homework instruction. Students will have to write a short summary of the passage they were given and will be able to explain to partner what they read tomorrow.

I know that the students are able to collaborate in small groups and are more apt to participate in whole classroom discussion.
