	3B. STUDENTS W/ SPECIAL NEEDS INFO

1) Name: Sam (504 Special Needs)
504: After, being in a car accident a few years ago Sam suffered a  motor impairment which make it hard for him to write or hold a pencil in his hand for fine control which is required for writing.  Sam can paint or use pencils with a thicker base. Sam consequently requires an iPad or a computer and is allowed to use them for written essays. Sam is able to independently read text at grade level and is an avid reader. He however struggles to write and find his physical limitation frustrating.  Sam does not have very many friends even though he does participate in class and when he does is insightful and bright.  He has a passion for role playing video games and reading. There is no in-class support for this student.

Readiness: 
Sam needs help developing writing skills. Also, Sam needs development in his social skills because he is a self-isolating individual who sees his disability as shameful. Previous teachers have described Sam as a group leader and very outgoing individual. 


Learning Profile: 
Sam is self-isolating in class and often uses his iPad to play games instead of taking notes. While he does participate in class his disability is something he is embarrassed about. 


Interest: 
Likes role playing games that have a story and that he can play on his computer keyboard or iPad. He loves to read fantasy books and comics.

	10. INSTRUCTIONAL STRATEGIES 

       A. Anticipatory Set/Into (8 minutes)
Teacher will play songs on projector from YouTube. Teacher will provide students with lyrics to both songs.
Teacher will ask students to share their articles from their homework. Students will write what their partner is sharing with them. Teacher will ask students to hand it work.

       B. Instruction/Through (15 minutes)
Teacher will be given a handout of an outline form of a business letter. Teacher will present business letter PPT. Teacher will ask students to flip paper and take notes of Public Service Announcement PPT. 
       C. Guided Practice/Through (2 minutes)
Teacher will explain that students in their groups will decide if they will write a letter or a Public Service Announcement to make community aware that there are students who do not have access to a suit for prom. Each groups must explain the, who, where, what, when, and why they are writing to a business or making a PSA within in project. 
       D. Independent Practice/Through (20 minutes)
Teacher will give students time to work on their letters and PSA during class. Teacher will walk around and make sure students are on task and to answer questions students may have. 
       E. Closure (3 minutes)
Teacher will ask students to wrap up any last minutes ideas and make sure each person has a job because it will be a group grade.
       F. Beyond (2 minutes)
Teacher will ask students to keep working on the BL or PSA because they will be presenting them in class in few days to present to the school or send the letters to local business on at the North County Mall. 
	11. STUDENT ACTIVITIES 

       A. Anticipatory Set/Into (10 minutes)
Students will be able to discuss differences between two songs and try to figure out what some words mean before discussion begins.
Students will share with partner. Students will write down summary of what partner says. Students will hand in homework/class work summary. 
       B. Instruction/Through 

Each student will takes on PPT of business. Each student will takes on PPT of Public Service Announcement.

       C. Guided Practice/Through

Students will ask questions about the two choices. Students will choose in groups to work on business letter or Public Service Announcement.
       D. Independent Practice/Through
Students will distribute jobs to each group member. Decide when they will meet or if they will use a Google Doc. Students will work on the BL or PSA during class time using their notes as a reference as well as passed activities.

       E. Closure

Students will begin to wrap up any last ideas or work they were working on for their BL or PSA announcement. 
       F. Beyond
Students will decide if they will make a poster to show case their work when presenting.
